Purpose:
The purpose of this course is to integrate cross-curricular activities via Welcome, RTI, Blogs, Video/Slideshow, and Interactive Learning into the daily classroom routines via Weebly.
Course Content and Design:
This course will be interactive in nature with students (teachers) learning how to use Weebly to design interactive websites, blogs, slideshows and movies, and identify web- based programs to use in conjunction with curriculum taught as well as to provide a response to intervention (RTI) with interactive whiteboard (IWB) lessons. The follow-up assignments will be based on skills learned and will be presented the following session. All assignments will be posted on the World Wide Web and used within respective classrooms on class webpages, on individual classroom computers, classroom mobile labs, and the school computer lab. Students (teachers) will attend class sessions, access help sessions as needed, participate in lesson activities, and prepare lessons facilitating the use of technology in their classrooms.
Course Requirements:
Students (teachers) will be required to open a Weebly.com account with optional Weebly editor Pro account $47.99 per year.** funding may be accessible through local PTO to design a classroom web site which includes a welcome page, an IWB follow up page using RM Easiteach Reader for RTI, class links for integrating technology throughout the curriculum, a blog, and media page.

Lesson Six: “ Updating Web Design” consists of one class lesson and one assignment totaling 18.0 points. (See checklist for point rubric.)
